First introduced in 1991, the Lagoon 42 is a boat of the style, build and layout quality that accelerated the popularity of
the cruising catamaran in the USA. The Lagoon 42's were made by TPI with their state of the art resin infusion process,
and designed by the innovative French naval architects Marc Van Peteghem and Vincent Lauriot Prevost. The optimized
hull construction using balsa and vinyl ester resin saves weight, which improves performance and sea-keeping. With
striking good looks the catamaran received a lot of attention at her introduction to the market. Accentuated curves of
the bridge deck cabin give the design panache as well as keeping the windage low and allowing her to point higher when
close hauled.
